Are they a true monster as the legend said?
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Sea snake known as bycatch species
fishery. In Southeast Asia, the biggest sea
fishery found in the Gulf of Thailand from Viet Na
fleet (Nguyen et al, 2014; Rasmussen et al., 2011).
Recently, the stock status seems to be declined since
2009. the legendary sea monster needs some help.
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In Thailand, more than 10 species of sea snake were found, but it can be divided i
4 groups as shown below. Among these groups, only sea krait will lay eggs on land
while the other were giving birth to the tiny snakes in the water column.
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
