➢ Thailand has ratified and implemented provisions of international agreements to

✓ UNCLOS (14 May 2011)
✓ PSMA (10 May 2016)
✓ UNFSA (27 Apr 2017)
✓ FAO Compliance (in the process)
✓ WTO Fisheries Subsidy (in the process)

2.2 Flag State Responsibilities

and fishing license

- FMC to monitor fishing 

vessels through the VMS

- PIPO Centers for port 

inspection

- Surveillance unit for 

inspection at sea

- Integrated work with THAI-

MECC

➢ Measures to Prevent,

IUUF in the Thai EEZ

- Fishing INFO Database

-  Developing fishing license 

database (e-license)

- Establishing categories and 

types of fishing gears that

violation

2.3 Coastal State Responsibility

➢ Authorization to Fish

- Continuous share FV 

information with Global 

Record and SEAFDEC RFVR.

- Shared IUU FV in the AN-

IUU Platform 



4. Cooperate

Thailand always cooperate with 

other States in examining 

information on foreign vessels 

intended to entry into Thai Port.

2. Inspection of 

Fishing at Port

Perform the inspection following 

to the SOP as well as  exchange 

and checking the information 

with Flag State and Coastal 

State to ensure the legality.

1. Notice of Access

- Foreign FVs that intend or 
not intend to import fish or 
fishery products into Thailand 
shall make an advance 
request for port entry with 
information and supporting 
documents.
- Notified Designated Port.

3. Action on Foreign FV 

if found involving IUU

- Denial of Port access + Report  Flag State

- Command to leave the Kingdom + Report  

Flag State/RFMOs

Catch Documentation Schemes

Thailand traceability system 

- Thai Flagged Catch Certification System (TFCC)  (Thai FV) : to issue the Catch Certificate 

      [link information from Fishing Info and E-License]

- PSM-linked and Processing Statement System (PPS) (non Thai FV) : to issue Processing Statement

      [Link information from Import and Export permit between DOF, Customs, and Marine Department] 

2.5 Internationally Agreed Market-related Measures

Thailand has cooperated with coastal States, flag States, port States and 

importing countries in exchanging of information from traceability systems.



3. Implementation 

Challenges

➢ Thailand is in the process of amend some of the regulations and enforcement 

mechanisms in the new bill. (Fishery Act.)

➢ Issue of Illegal Fishing in Thai Waters by a Fishing Vessels without Nationality:

 Need a cooperation from the neighboring country
